Creation 
 

1This is the story of how everything began. In six days, God created 
the universe and all that exists within it. Initially, the earth was 

dark and empty, with nothing formed upon it, but God’s Spirit 
hovered over the waters. 
 

2 Then God declared, “Let there be light!” And light came into 
being. God saw that the light was good, naming it “day,” and He 

separated it from the darkness, which He called “night.” This marked 
the first day of creation. 
 

3 On the second day, God spoke again, creating the sky by 
separating the waters above from those below.

Did you eat 
from the tree I commanded you not to?” Adam responded, “The 
woman You gave me gave me the fruit, and I ate it.”

She replied, “The serpent 
deceived me.” 
 

5God addressed the serpent, declaring, “You are cursed! You will 
crawl on your belly and eat dust. You and the woman will be

To the woman, God said, “I will greatly increase your pain in childbirth, 
and you will desire to control your husband, but he will rule over you.”

1As the years passed, the world became increasingly populated, but 
unfortunately, the people had turned wicked and violent.

situation grew so dire that God decided to cleanse the earth with a 
great flood. 
 

However, there was a man named Noah who found favor in God’s eyes. A righteous man living among a 
corrupt society, Noah received a warning from God about the impending flood. He was instructed to build a 
massive boat, known as an ark. 
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2 God detailed the specifications for the ark: it was to be 
approximately 140 meters long, 23 meters wide, and 13.5 meters 

high. Noah was to construct it from wood, creating three levels with 
numerous rooms, a roof, and a window. This vessel would shelter 
Noah, his family, and every kind of land animal during the flood. 
 
Noah faithfully obeyed God’s commands. He and his three sons worked 
diligently to build the ark as instructed. The construction took many 
years due to the size of the boat. Throughout this time, Noah warned 
the people about the coming flood and urged them to turn to God, but 
they did not heed his warnings.

earth was still covered in water. Three months later, the peaks of the mountains became visible. 
 
After another forty days, Noah released a raven to search for dry land, 
but it found none. He then sent out a dove, which also returned empty­
handed. A week later, he sent the dove out again, and this time it 
returned with an olive branch in its beak, signaling that the waters had 
receded enough for plants to begin growing once more.

Joseph is Enslaved 
 
Several years later, Abraham’s promised son, Isaac, married and had twin sons. Their names were Jacob and 
Esau. Jacob became the favored son who would inherit Isaac’s blessing and carry forward God’s covenant.

2When he shared these

Joseph forgave his brothers for their past actions and reassured them 
that everything that had happened was part of God’s plan to save them 
from the famine.

2 Pharaoh’s daughter discovered the basket and, upon seeing the 
baby, decided to adopt him.

When the child grew old enough to be weaned, 
he was returned to Pharaoh’s daughter, who named him Moses. 
 
God Calls Moses 
 

3 As Moses grew up, he witnessed an Egyptian beating an Israelite 
slave. In an attempt to defend his fellow Israelite, Moses killed the 

Egyptian and buried his body, believing no one had seen him. However, 
someone did witness the act, and when Pharaoh learned of it, he 
sought to kill Moses. To escape, Moses fled to the wilderness, where he 
became a shepherd. He married a local woman and had two sons. 

 

4 One day, while tending his flock, Moses came across a bush that 
was burning. However, it was not consumed by the flames. 

Curious, he approached it. From the bush, God called out, “Moses, take 
off your shoes; you are standing on holy ground.” God revealed His 
awareness of the suffering of His people and instructed Moses to 
confront Pharaoh and lead the Israelites out of slavery, promising 
them the land of Canaan, which He had promised to Abraham, Isaac, 
and Jacob. 
 
Moses questioned God about what to say if the people asked who sent 

him. God replied, “I AM WHO I AM. Tell them, ‘I AM has sent me to you.’ Also tell them, ‘I am Yahweh, the 
God of your ancestors Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.’

As Pharaoh persisted in his refusal, God 
unleashed ten devastating plagues upon Egypt, demonstrating His 
power over Pharaoh and the gods of Egypt. 
 

6 First, God turned the Nile River into blood, yet Pharaoh remained 
unyielding. Next, He sent a plague of frogs, prompting Pharaoh to 

plead for relief. Once the frogs died, however, Pharaoh’s heart hardened again, and he refused to free the 
Israelites. Following this, God sent gnats and then flies, leading Pharaoh to offer a deal that he later 
retracted after Moses prayed for their removal. 
 
God then afflicted the Egyptians’ livestock, causing them to fall sick 
and die, but still, Pharaoh’s heart remained hardened. Following God’s 
instructions, Moses scattered ashes before Pharaoh, resulting in 
painful sores on the Egyptians while sparing the Israelites. Yet, 
Pharaoh continued to resist. 
 
God sent hail that devastated crops and harmed anyone caught 
outdoors.

Panorama #8 – The Exodus 
 
The Passover 
 

1God warned Pharaoh that if he did not release the Israelites, every 
firstborn male in Egypt—both human and animal—would perish. 

However, He also provided a way for those who believed in Him to be 
saved. Each household was instructed to select a perfect lamb, kill it, and 
smear its blood on the doorposts and lintel of their homes. When the 
death angel came, He would pass over any home marked by the blood, 
sparing everyone inside. Additionally, God told the people to prepare for 
their departure by roasting the lamb and making unleavened bread, 
urging them to eat swiftly and be ready to leave Egypt. 
 
The Israelites followed God’s instructions meticulously. In the middle of the night, the death angel passed 
through Egypt, striking down every firstborn son. Households marked with lamb’s blood were spared, saved 
by the sacrifice. Unfortunately, the Egyptians, who did not heed God’s warning, suffered tragic losses—from 
the firstborn son of the prisoner to that of Pharaoh himself.

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The Exodus 
 

2 The Israelites rejoiced at their newfound freedom, leaving behind 
their lives as slaves to journey to the Promised Land. The Egyptians 

willingly gave them whatever they requested, including gold, silver, and 
other valuables. Some people from other nations who believed in God 
chose to join the Israelites on their exodus. 
 
God guided them with a towering pillar of cloud during the day and a pillar 
of fire by night, always leading the way. They simply needed to follow. 

 

3After a short time, however, Pharaoh and his people changed their 
minds, longing to reclaim the Israelites as slaves. God hardened 

Pharaoh’s heart, ensuring that His power would be recognized as 
greater than that of Pharaoh and his gods. 
 
Pharaoh and his army pursued the Israelites. When the Israelites saw 
the Egyptian army closing in, they felt trapped between Pharaoh’s 
soldiers and the Red Sea. In fear, they cried out, “Why did we leave 
Egypt? We are going to die!” 
 

Moses reassured them, “Do not be afraid! God will fight for you and save you.” God then instructed Moses to 
tell the people to move toward the Red Sea.

5 After leading the Israelites through the Red Sea, God guided them 
through the wilderness to Mount Sinai, the site where Moses had 

encountered the burning bush. The people set up their tents at the 
mountain’s base. 
 
God spoke to Moses and the Israelites, declaring, “If you obey me and keep 
my covenant, you will be my treasured possession, a kingdom of priests, 
and a holy nation.” 
 
Three days later, after the people had spiritually prepared themselves, God descended upon Mount Sinai amidst 
thunder, lightning, smoke, and a loud trumpet blast. Only Moses was permitted to ascend the mountain. 
 
God then delivered His Law, saying, “I am Yahweh, your God, who freed you from slavery in Egypt. You shall have 
no other gods before me.” 
 
He instructed them not to make or worship idols, to respect His name, and to keep the Sabbath holy. He outlined 
further commandments: to honor parents, to refrain from murder, adultery, stealing, lying, and coveting. 
 

6 God inscribed these Ten Commandments on two stone tablets and 
entrusted them to Moses. He also provided detailed plans for the Tent 

of Meeting, a sacred space with two rooms separated by a curtain. Only the 
high priest could enter the innermost room, where God’s presence 
dwelled. 
 
Any Israelite who disobeyed God’s laws could offer an animal sacrifice 
at the altar before the Tent of Meeting. A priest would kill the animal 
and burn it, with its blood covering the person’s sins and restoring 
them in God’s sight. God appointed Moses’ brother, Aaron, and his 
descendants as priests. 
 
The people agreed to obey God’s laws and worship Him alone, becoming 
His special people. However, shortly after making this commitment, they 
sinned grievously. 
 

7While Moses remained on the mountain for many days, receiving the 
Ten Commandments and additional laws, the people grew impatient. 

They approached Aaron, demanding an idol to worship. In response, 
Aaron fashioned a golden calf, and the people began to worship it 
fervently. 
 
God was furious at their betrayal and contemplated destroying them. Yet, Moses interceded on their behalf, and 
God relented. 
 
When Moses came down and saw the idol, he was enraged and shattered the stone tablets inscribed with 
the Ten Commandments. He then ground the idol into powder, mixed it with water, and forced the people to 
drink it. As a consequence, God sent a plague upon them, resulting in many deaths. 
 
Moses later made new stone tablets to replace the broken ones and returned to the mountain to plead for God’s 
forgiveness for the people. God listened and granted His mercy. 
 
Moses descended once more with the new tablets containing the Ten Commandments, and God led the Israelites 
onward from Mount Sinai toward the Promised Land. 
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Transition to the Story of Jesus (No panorama) 

 
God Promises a Messiah 
 
From the very beginning, God intended to send a Messiah to redeem humanity from sin. The first 
promise of this Messiah was made to Adam and Eve after their rebellion in the Garden of Eden, when 
God declared that a descendant of Eve would be born to crush the serpent’s head—representing 
Satan, who had deceived them. This promise signified that the Messiah would ultimately defeat Satan. 
 
Later, God promised Abraham that through him, all nations of the world would be blessed. This not 
only established a responsibility for Abraham and his descendants to represent God to all peoples, but 
also indicated that the Messiah would emerge from his lineage, enabling salvation for every group of 
people. 
 
Years after Abraham, God assured Moses that He would raise up another prophet like him—another 
promise concerning the coming Messiah. Additionally, God told King David that one of his 
descendants would reign as king over God’s people forever, further solidifying the Messiah’s 
connection to David’s line. 
 
Through the prophet Jeremiah, God revealed His intention to establish a New Covenant, distinct from 
the one made with Israel at Mount Sinai. This New Covenant would allow all people to know God 
personally and provide forgiveness of sins. The promised Messiah would initiate this New Covenant. 
 
A prophet is someone who receives God’s words and shares them with the people. God indicated that 
the coming Messiah would fulfill the roles of prophet, priest, and king, embodying perfection and 
sinlessness. 
 
In Israel, priests offered animal sacrifices to God on behalf of the people, serving as substitutes for 
their sins. The blood of these sacrifices provided a temporary covering for the people’s 
transgressions. In contrast, the Messiah would offer Himself as the perfect and final sacrifice and 
serve as the ultimate high priest. 
 
The Messiah would also be the ideal king, seated on the throne of David, ruling justly and honestly 
over the entire world for eternity. 
 
God’s prophets made numerous predictions about the Messiah. Malachi foretold that a great prophet 
would precede Him. Isaiah prophesied that the Messiah would be born of a virgin, while Micah 
pinpointed that He would be born in Bethlehem. 
 
Furthermore, Isaiah revealed that the Messiah would be unjustly hated, rejected, and ultimately killed. 
He would suffer greatly, being pierced despite having committed no wrong. 
 
This perfect Messiah, without sin, would sacrifice Himself to bear the punishment for humanity’s sins, 
providing the ultimate covering for all wrongdoing. His suffering would establish peace between God 
and humanity. 
 
It was God’s will for the Messiah to die, but the good news is that He would also be raised from the 
dead. Through His death and resurrection, God would fulfill His plan to save sinners and begin the 
New Covenant.



Panorama #9 – The Nativity 
 
The Birth of John 
 

1For centuries, God communicated with His people through angels 
and prophets, but after 400 years of silence, an angel appeared to 

an elderly priest named Zechariah. He and his wife, Elizabeth, were 
devout but childless. The angel announced, “Your wife will bear a son, 
and you will name him John. He will be filled with the Holy Spirit and 
prepare the way for the Messiah!” 
 
Zechariah replied, “We are too old to have children! How can I be sure 
this will happen?” The angel responded, “I am sent by God with this 

good news. Because you did not believe me, you will be mute until your son is born.” Immediately, 
Zechariah lost his ability to speak. After the angel departed, he returned home, and just as foretold, 
Elizabeth soon became pregnant. 
 

2 Six months later, the same angel visited Mary, a relative of 
Elizabeth. Mary was a virgin, engaged to Joseph. The angel told 

her, “You will conceive and bear a son, and you are to name him Jesus. 
He will be the Son of the Most High God and will reign forever.” 
 
Mary asked, “How can this be, since I am a virgin?” The angel 
explained, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of God 
will overshadow you. Therefore, the child will be holy, the Son of God.” 
Mary accepted this message with faith. 
 
After the angel’s visit, Mary traveled to see Elizabeth. Upon hearing Mary’s greeting, Elizabeth’s baby leaped 
in her womb, and the two women rejoiced over what God had done. After spending three months with 
Elizabeth, Mary returned home. 
 
When Elizabeth gave birth to her son, they named him John, as the angel had instructed. God then restored 
Zechariah’s speech, and he praised God, declaring, “He has remembered His people! You, my son, will be the 
prophet of the Most High, showing people how to receive forgiveness for their sins!” 
 
 
The Birth of Jesus 
 
Mary was engaged to a righteous man named Joseph. When he learned that she was pregnant, he realized it 
was not his child. Not wanting to disgrace her, he planned to divorce her quietly. Before he could act, an 
angel appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Joseph, do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife. The child she 
carries is from the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son, and you are to name Him Jesus, for He will save 
His people from their sins.”

As Mary’s due date approached, the Roman government required a census, compelling Joseph and Mary to 
travel from Nazareth to Bethlehem, the hometown of Joseph’s ancestor, David. When they arrived, all 
accommodations were full, and the only place they could find was a stable. There, Mary gave birth to Jesus 
and laid Him in a feeding trough, as they had no bed for Him. 
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3 That night, shepherds in the nearby fields were startled by the 
appearance of a shining angel. “Do not be afraid,” the angel said. “I 

bring you good news: A Savior, the Messiah, has been born in 
Bethlehem! You will find Him wrapped in cloths and lying in a feeding 
trough.” Suddenly, the sky filled with angels praising God, proclaiming, 
“Glory to God in the highest, and peace on earth to those He favors!” 

 

4 The shepherds hurried to 
Bethlehem and found Jesus 

lying in the feeding trough, just as 
the angel had described. 
Overjoyed, they returned to their fields, glorifying God for what they 
had seen and heard. 
 

5 Later, wise men from the 
East noticed an unusual star 

that signified the birth of a new 
king of the Jews. They journeyed a great distance to find Him. 
Unfortunately, the local ruler, King Herod, felt threatened by the news 
of another king. He summoned the wise men, asking them to report 
back to him after finding the child. 
 
The wise men’s search led them to Bethlehem, where they found Jesus 
with His mother. They bowed down and worshiped Him, presenting 
gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. Afterward, they were warned in 
a dream not to return to Herod, so they took a different route home. 

 

6When Herod realized he had been deceived by the wise men, he 
ordered the massacre of all male children two years old and 

younger in the region. 
 

7Mary and Joseph were 
warned by an angel about 

Herod’s plot. He also instructed 
the to flee to Egypt until it was 
safe to return. They remained 
there until Herod’s death. Once it 
was safe, they returned to their 

hometown of Nazareth, where Jesus grew in wisdom, stature, and 
favor with God and people. 
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Panorama #10 – The Miracles of Jesus 
 
Jesus Teaches the Children 
 

1Jesus stayed in Nazareth until his baptism by his cousin, John, in 
the Jordan River, which initiated his public ministry. At about 30 

years old, he began teaching and performing miracles throughout the 
region. He had a special affinity for children, encouraging them to 
come to him. He warned anyone who would harm these little ones, 
highlighting that their faith mirrored what was necessary to enter 
the Kingdom of God. 
 
Jesus Calms the Storm 
 

2 After a day of teaching, as evening approached, Jesus told his 
disciples, “Let’s go over to the other side of the lake.” They then 

left the crowd in a boat along with others. Suddenly, a fierce storm 
arose, waves crashing into the boat and threatening to sink it.  
 
Meanwhile, Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion. The disciples 
woke him, crying, “Teacher, don’t you care that we’re about to drown?” 
Jesus stood up, rebuked the wind, and commanded the sea, “Peace! Be 
still!” The wind died down, and a profound calm settled over the water.

screaming day and night, often injuring himself with stones. When he 
approached Jesus, he fell to his knees. Jesus commanded the demon, 
“Come out of this man!” The demon cried out, “What do you want with 
me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? Please don’t torture me!” Jesus 
asked the demon for its name, and it replied, “My name is Legion, for 
we are many.” The demons pleaded with Jesus not to send them out of 
the region.  
 
Nearby, a herd of pigs was feeding, and they begged, “Send us into the pigs!” Jesus consented, and the 
demons left the man, entering the pigs, which then rushed down a steep bank into the lake and drowned—
about 2,000 in total.

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Jesus Heals the Woman 
 

4 Upon returning to the other side of the lake, a large crowd 
gathered around Jesus. Among them was a woman who had 

suffered from a bleeding issue for twelve years. After exhausting her 
resources on doctors, she had only grown worse. Hearing of Jesus’ 
miraculous healings, she thought, “If I can just touch his clothes, I will 
be healed.” She approached him from behind and touched the hem of 
his garment, and instantly, her bleeding stopped. Jesus felt the power 
leave him and turned to ask, “Who touched me?” The disciples 
responded, “There are many people crowding around you. Why ask, 
‘Who touched me?’” The woman, trembling and afraid, fell at his feet 
and confessed what she had done. Jesus said to her, “Your faith has healed you. Go in peace.” 
 
Jesus Feeds Over 5,000 People 
 

5 Jesus sent his apostles to preach across various villages. When 
they returned and shared their experiences, he invited them to a 

quiet place across the lake to rest. However, many people saw them 
leave and ran ahead to the other side. By the time Jesus and his 
disciples arrived, a crowd of over 5,000 men, not counting women and 
children, was waiting. Jesus was filled with compassion, seeing them 
as sheep without a shepherd. He taught them and healed the sick 
among them. As the day wore on, the disciples urged Jesus to send the 
crowd away to find food, but he replied, “You give them something to 
eat!” They protested, “We only have five loaves of bread and two fish.” 
Jesus instructed them to have the crowd sit down in groups of fifty. He took the five loaves and two fish, 
looked up to heaven, gave thanks, broke the bread, and distributed it through his disciples. Miraculously, the 
food multiplied, satisfying everyone. Afterward, the disciples collected twelve baskets of leftover food, all 
from just five loaves and two fish.

6 After feeding the crowd, Jesus instructed his disciples to sail to 
the other side of the lake while he dismissed the people. After 

sending them away, he went up a mountainside to pray alone until late 
at night. Meanwhile, the disciples were struggling against the wind in 
their boat, having only reached the middle of the lake. When Jesus 
finished praying, he walked across the water toward them. The 
disciples, seeing him, were terrified, thinking he was a ghost. Sensing 
their fear, Jesus called out, “Do not be afraid. It is I!” Peter replied, 
“Master, if it is you, command me to come to you on the water.” Jesus 
said, “Come!” Peter stepped out of the boat and began walking toward 
Jesus. But when he noticed the waves and felt the wind, fear overwhelmed him, and he began to sink. 
“Master, save me!” he cried. Jesus immediately reached out, grasped him, and said, “You man of little faith, 
why did you doubt?” Once they were back in the boat, the wind ceased, and the waters calmed. The 
disciples were filled with awe and worshiped him, exclaiming, “Truly, you are the Son of God.” 
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Panorama #11 – The Death and Resurrection of Jesus 
 
Jesus Celebrates the Passover 
 
On the evening before his death, Jesus gathered with his disciples to celebrate the Passover. During the 
meal, he used the elements of the Passover to reveal the significance of his impending sacrifice. He broke 
the bread, explaining that it represented his body, which would be broken for them. He then took a cup of 
wine, declaring it to symbolize his blood, which would be poured out for the establishment of a New 
Covenant, offering forgiveness for sins. 
 
As they shared this solemn meal, Jesus revealed that one of his disciples would betray him. Shocked, the 
disciples asked who among them could commit such an act. Jesus responded, “The one to whom I give this 
piece of bread.” He then handed the bread to Judas. Upon receiving it, Judas was possessed by Satan and left 
to conspire with the Jewish leaders to arrest Jesus. 

 
Jesus Prays in the Garden 
 

1After the meal, Jesus and his disciples walked to the Mount of 
Olives. He warned them, “You will all abandon me tonight, as it is 

written: ‘I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep will be scattered.’”

I could summon an army of angels for protection, but I must fulfill my 
Father’s will.” He then healed the servant’s ear. Following Jesus’ arrest, the disciples fled in fear.

The 
chief priests accused him of many offenses, but when Pilate pressed 
him for a defense, Jesus remained silent, surprising Pilate. 
 
 

4 The soldiers then took Jesus into the palace, where they mocked 
him, dressing him in a purple cloak, fashioning a crown of thorns, 

and hailing him as “King of the Jews.” They beat him and spat on him, 
pretending to pay him respect. 

 
 
Jesus is Crucified 
 

5 After the mockery, the 
soldiers led Jesus to be 

crucified. He carried his cross to a 
place called “the Skull,” where they 
nailed him to it. As he hung there, Jesus implored, “Father, forgive them, 
for they do not know what they are doing.” Pilate ordered a sign to be 
placed above Jesus’ head that read, “Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews.” 
 

As the soldiers gambled for his clothing, they fulfilled the prophecy that said, “They divided my garments 
among them, and gambled for my clothing.” Jesus was crucified in the midst of two robbers. One of them 
mocked him. However, the other defended Jesus, acknowledging his innocence and asking, “Remember me 
when you come into your kingdom.” Jesus replied, “Today, you will be with me in Paradise.” 
 
The crowd taunted Jesus, challenging, “If you are the Son of God, come down from the cross!” At noon, 
darkness engulfed the land for three hours. Finally, Jesus cried out, “It is finished! Father, into your hands I 
commit my spirit.” With these words, he bowed his head and passed away. In that moment, an earthquake 
occurred, and the temple curtain was torn in two, symbolizing the new access to God through his death. A 
centurion witnessing these events declared, “Truly, this man was the Son of God.” 
 
Jesus is Placed in a Tomb 
 
Joseph and Nicodemus, two Jewish leaders who believed in Jesus, requested his body from Pilate. They 
wrapped it in cloth and laid it in a tomb carved from rock, sealing it with a large stone. 
 
The Resurrection 
 
Following the crucifixion, the unbelieving Jewish leaders approached Pilate. They expressed concern that 
Jesus’ disciples might steal his body and claim he had risen from the dead. Pilate instructed them to secure 
the tomb by placing a seal on the stone and assigning guards to ensure no one could tamper with it. 
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6 The day after Jesus was buried was a Sabbath, preventing any 
visitors to the tomb. However, early on the following morning, 

several women came to apply burial spices. Suddenly, a great 
earthquake shook the ground, and an angel, radiant like lightning, 
descended from heaven, rolling away the stone and sitting upon it. The 
guards, terrified, fell to the ground as if dead. 
 
When the women arrived, the angel reassured them, saying, “Do not be 
afraid. Jesus is not here; he has risen, just as he said! Come see the 
place where he lay.” He instructed them to inform the disciples that 
Jesus had risen and would meet them in Galilee. 
 
Filled with both fear and joy, the women ran to share the news. As they went, Jesus appeared to them, and 
they fell at his feet in worship. He said, “Do not be afraid. Go and tell my disciples to meet me in Galilee.”

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Panorama #12 – The Great Commission 
 
Jesus Meets Two Disciples 
 

1On the day of Jesus’ resurrection, two of his disciples were walking 
to a nearby town, discussing the recent events surrounding Jesus. 

They had hoped he was the Messiah, but after his crucifixion, their 
hopes were shattered. They were confused by the reports from the 
women claiming he was alive. As they walked, Jesus joined them, 
though they didn’t recognize him. He inquired about their 
conversation, and they shared the extraordinary events of the past few 
days, unaware they were speaking to the very man they were 
discussing. 
 
Jesus went on to explain the scriptures concerning the Messiah, reminding them that the prophets had 
foretold his suffering, death, and resurrection on the third day. Upon reaching their destination as evening 
approached, the two men invited Jesus to stay with them. During the meal, Jesus took a loaf of bread, gave 
thanks, and broke it. In that moment, they recognized him as Jesus, but he vanished from their sight. They 
exclaimed to each other, “That was Jesus! No wonder our hearts burned as he explained the scriptures!” 
 
Jesus Meets Eleven Disciples 
 

2Without delay, the two disciples returned to Jerusalem to share 
the news: “Jesus is alive! We have seen him!” While they were 

speaking, Jesus suddenly appeared among the other disciples, greeting 
them with, “Peace to you!” The disciples, startled and fearing he was a 
ghost, were reassured by Jesus. “Why are you afraid? Look at my hands 
and feet. Ghosts do not have bodies like I do.” To further prove his 
physical presence, he asked for food and ate a piece of cooked fish. 
 
He reminded them, “Everything written about me in the scriptures 
must be fulfilled.” He opened their minds to understand the scriptures, 
explaining that it had been foretold that the Messiah would suffer, die, 
and rise on the third day. 

 
The Great Commission 
 

3 Jesus continued, “It was also written that my disciples will proclaim 
repentance and forgiveness of sins to all nations, beginning in 

Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these things.” Over the next forty days, 
Jesus appeared numerous times to his disciples, even revealing himself 
to more than 500 people at one time. He demonstrated his resurrection 
and taught them about the kingdom of God. 
 
He declared, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to 
me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 

the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have 
commanded you. Remember, I am with you always.” 
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Jesus Ascends to Heaven 
 

4 Forty days after his resurrection, Jesus instructed his disciples to 
remain in Jerusalem until they received the Holy Spirit from the 

Father. He then ascended to heaven, concealed by a cloud, and took his 
place at the right hand of God to reign over all. 
 
The Coming of the Holy Spirit and the Birth of the Church 
 

5 Following Jesus’ ascension, the disciples obeyed his command 
and stayed in Jerusalem, where they gathered regularly to pray. 

Fifty days after Passover, Jews from around the world gathered in 
Jerusalem to celebrate Pentecost, a feast marking the wheat harvest.  
 
As the believers were gathered, a sound like a strong wind filled the 
house, and tongues of fire appeared above them. They were all filled 
with the Holy Spirit and began speaking in various languages. A crowd 
gathered, drawn by the commotion, and was astonished to hear the 
believers proclaiming God’s wonders in their own native tongues. 
 
Some accused the disciples of being drunk, but Peter stood up and 
addressed the crowd. “Listen! They are not drunk! This is what the prophet Joel foretold: ‘In the last days, I 
will pour out my Spirit.’” 
 
“Fellow Israelites, Jesus performed mighty signs and wonders by God’s power, and you crucified him! Yet 
God raised him from the dead, fulfilling the prophecy that his Holy One would not see decay. We are 
witnesses of his resurrection.” 
 
“Jesus is now exalted at God’s right hand, and he has sent the Holy Spirit, just as he promised. The signs you 
see and hear are from the Holy Spirit.” 
 
“You crucified Jesus but know this: God has made him both Lord and Messiah!” The crowd was deeply 
moved by Peter’s words and asked, “Brothers, what should we do?” 
 
Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you 
will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” About 3,000 people accepted Peter’s message, were baptized, and 
became part of the Jerusalem church. 
 
The disciples devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching, fellowship, breaking bread, and prayer. They 
joyfully praised God and shared their possessions, earning the goodwill of all. More and more people joined 
them in faith daily to become followers of Jesus.
